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Biketoberfest Deaths May Bring Back Helmet Law

After losing the legislative fight this year to stop the helmet law repeal, the Florida insurance industry is renewing a call to force bikers to strap on helmets following the deaths of five people during Biketoberfest in Daytona Beach this past October.

Rep. Tom Feeney, R-Oviedo, who is expected to be the next House speaker, said he may introduce a bill in 2002.  Tinkering with the law would only be likely if there are statistically significant increases in fatalities and injuries from motorcycle crashes, he said.
