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Safety Corner

Is Tire Pressure Just A Lot of Hot Air?

Lately, we have heard a lot about tire pressure in terms of automobile accidents.  The same discussions apply, generally, to motorcycles.  Are you paying attention or do you think tire pressure is just a lot of hot air?

The fact is that maintenance of proper tire pressure is very important for your safety, whether it be your car, truck, RV, or motorcycle.  The only thing that holds you away from the pavement is the air in the tires.  Proper tire pressure provides for a safe and efficient ride.  The tires will not properly function without the air pressure to hold the load and protect you from the rather severe dynamics involved in stopping, turning, and hitting bumps in the road.  A tire that is significantly under-inflated will flex its sidewalls more, thus increasing the inside temperature and increasing the possibility of a tire failure.  Under-inflated tires also lose sideways traction, seriously affecting your turning capability. 
Research done by the federal government and other groups clearly shows that lots of drivers, whether of cars or motorcycles, do not understand how to measure the air pressure in their vehicle’s tires nor how to determine the correct amount of air pressure.  Surveys and personal interviews were conducted on a sample of motorists at gas stations.  About 50% of all respondents did not know how to determine the correct pressure for their tires.  Further questioning revealed that most drivers did not check the tire pressure every week and many did not check it even each month.

As motorcycle riders, tire pressure is probably the most neglected maintenance item.  I have seen several comments in magazine articles and correspondence written by motorcycle mechanics stating than half of the motorcycles brought in for service have significantly low tire pressure.  Chances are your owner’s manual says that the tire pressure should be checked before each ride.

What should the correct pressure be?  You need to check the owner’s manual to determine this since it varies from bike to bike.  It may also vary from manufacturer to manufacturer, so you need to cross reference the manual to the sidewall of the tire.  Be careful in interpreting the values shown as maximum pressure as printed on the sidewall.  Under normal circumstances, you probably would not want to ride at maximum pressure since this will give a stiff ride.  You can ease off from the maximum to some value that provides more comfort yet is safely within the limits shown in the manual.

Another thing to remember is that pressure is affected by temperature.  It is best if you measure the tire pressure before you have ridden the bike for the day – measure the temperature when the tire is cold.  As the bike is ridden, the tire temperature increases as does the air pressure.  Remember that the air pressure on a hot day will not be the same as on a cold day or at different elevations.  You might have correct air pressure at 1,000 feet of elevation at 80 degrees and then ride up a mountain to 9,000 feet and temperatures of 30 degrees.  The tire pressure will not be the same when measured under these two circumstances.

I own four different tire gauges, and they do not agree with each other when reading tire pressures.  I also do not have much faith in the pressure monitors that are part of the modern gas station’s $0.25 air compressor service.  I checked my best gauge against a pressure system displayed at the Ocilla rally and found that mine reads two pounds low.  Rather than purchase yet another device, I mentally compensate for the two pounds each time I measure my tires’ pressure.  

My Gold Wing 1500 has an air compressor, and I have used it quite often.  However, since I also am concerned about the tires on my station wagon and truck, I went to Home Depot and purchased a small 110 volt compressor.  It is loud but works quite well in inflating the tires, including the 65 pound pressure “donut” spare.

If you check tire pressure without an air hose around to fill it, there's a fair chance you won't bother to make a correction in pressure.  Better rethink your situation and figure out a way to check the air and adjust the pressure before you drive from your home.  You don’t want to have an accident on the way to get more air, do you?  

One last thing – if you find that a tire is consistently low after you have pumped it up, you might want to check it for a slow leak.  Get it checked and re-mounted before you get stranded or have an accident.

Remember our GWRRA slogan,

“Safety Is for Life!”

Motorcycle Air Bags?

from News & Notes for the Politically Motivated Motorcyclists - February 2002

BMW has patented a new airbag system and is planning to fit it to its motorcycles. It uses ultrasound to build up a picture of where and how the rider is sitting on the bike. If he or she is flung forward too quickly, or to one side, the patent claims the new system can fire an airbag in a way to catch the rider safely.

BMW also claims the system will prevent injuries caused by the firing of the airbag and make the decision whether to fire or not.

The idea of airbags on bikes isn't a new one. Honda has been developing an airbag system for years on its range of Advanced Safety Vehicle demonstration machines. Kit makers Dainese and Spidi have also worked on air bags deployed from your clothing.
