Rider Education Resolutions for 2002

If you are reading this, it must be January 2002 and a new riding year has begun.  Since it is traditional to make New Year’s resolutions, you might want to make one or more that will enhance your riding safety.

How about starting with the GWRRA Rider Education program?  The purpose of the program is to encourage you to increase your awareness of being a safe motorcycle rider and to help you gain certain life-saving skills.  You can resolve to complete the requirements for one of the following levels of proficiency:


Level I

Safe Miles


Level II
Tour Rider


Level III
Certified Tour Rider


Level IV
Master Tour Rider

Here is a brief summary of the requirements for the various levels.  The Level I stage simply requires you to commit to being a safe rider.  There is no mileage requirement for Level I, and all you have to do is complete the required form and pay a small fee.  In return, you will receive a patch and pin.

For Level II certification, you have to demonstrate increased commitment to safety and skill by completing a rider education course such as the Experienced Rider Education course.  You also must have completed 5,000 safe miles as a Level I rider and submit the appropriate form and fee.  You will receive a “triangle” patch.

To achieve Level III certification, you must have been enrolled previously at Level I and II and then complete a course in First Aid or CPR.  You must wear protective clothing when riding (Scout’s honor!) and carry a first aid kit on your bike.  Complete the form, pay the fee, and receive a rectangular patch for your leather vest.

Level IV certification can be achieved after you have been at Level III for one year.  You must have ridden 25,000 safe miles and have completed both a first aid course and a CPR course.  You must have completed a rider education course within the last two years, wear protective clothing when riding, and carry a first aid kit on the bike.  You submit the form and the fee and receive a special Master Tour Rider patch.

In the spirit of keeping your skills current, you must renew the Levels II, III, and IV certification annually.  Since it is not easy to get enrolled in a rider education course in the Tallahassee area, you will have to make an effort to complete that part of the requirement.  On the other hand, participating in a training course in another town is a good opportunity for a long weekend ride.
