SIPDE – Surviving on A Motorcycle

Last week I had the occasion to fly to California and back to Miami on business.  It was a long trip, particularly when taking the “red-eye” eastward.  It is funny how I can go to sleep before the doors are shut when I am taking shorter trips, but on the “red eye” I cannot sleep at all.
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Anyway, when I got to Miami, I had to take a cab over to Coral Gables where my meeting was to be held.  It was not a long trip, but it certainly was an education in how NOT to drive a cab.  All the way to the hotel, I was praying we would arrive in one piece.

I was reminded that motorcycle safety depends, in part, on the acronym, “SIPDE.”  The letters stand for:


S – Scan


I – Identify


P – Predict


D – Decide


E – Execute

The cab driver obviously did not practice SIPDE as we careened down the street.  He dialed numbers on his cell phone and talked to various people while switching lanes, left, right, left.  No signals other than to honk his horn.  He turned left in front of on-coming traffic without any turn signals.  He ran the cab between lanes and honked for people to move over.

Most importantly, he did not look ahead and predict what was going to happen.  Repeatedly, I would watch the string of cars in front of us as their brake lights flashed.  It was obvious when a truck several vehicles ahead was completely stopped, yet this fearless cabby was oblivious to the lights.  He would not apply his brakes until the last second before a crash, and every braking maneuver was accompanied by loud squeals from the rear wheel brakes.  He needed new brake pads badly.

If he had been trained in SIPDE, he would have done the following:

1. Scan – look ahead search for possible hazards

2. Identify – identify potential conflicts with your bike – cars, animals, stationary objects, etc.

3. Predict – Anticipate what the hazard might do.

4. Decide – Make a decision as to how to handle the situation.

5. Execute – Maneuver the motorcycle in a smooth and controlled manner to evade the problem.

These steps to increased motorcycle safety should not be ignored.  Experience makes us overly confident, and it takes only a split second of inattentiveness to become a statistic.

Remember our GWRRA slogan, “Safety Is for Life!”

Florida District Rally

I

 was all set to leave Thursday afternoon and get at least part way to Tampa for the Florida District Rally.  The weather looked pretty tolerable, and I was anxious to leave.  Whoops!  A special work meeting was called for 2:15 p.m.  I could still make it out of town if the meeting would be mercifully short.  At 2:15, the meeting was delayed until 2:45.  At 2:45, it was canceled.  Well, there went the early start.

I got up Friday morning to threatening skies but was determined to leave anyway.  By 8 a.m., I was on the way down U.S. 27/98 toward Perry.  The clouds played chase with me all the way down, but I arrived at the rally site in mid-afternoon with no problems.

My main objective was to enroll in the CPR and First Aid classes since I am the Chapter Educator.  Unfortunately, I missed the CPR class but was able to sign up for the other.  I spent the remainder of the afternoon doing a quick check of the vendors and then headed for the Cracker Barrel for dinner.

On Saturday, the First Aid class was to begin at 8 a.m., so I was there early as were several other participants.  There were not many people in attendance, which is too bad because it was a good overview of First Aid principles.  We had an instructor who worked for the Sheriff’s Department, and he was armed with a good (and graphic!) video.  I am sure my exposure to the content was not enough to qualify me for work as a medic, but it was certainly good enough to be of benefit.  If you have not taken the course, why don’t you consider it?  No tests.  No homework.  You do not have to volunteer to be the class “dummy” when they talk about drowning.
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I fooled around in the afternoon and watched the bike judging contest.  There were some really nice Honda 1100’s and one Honda 1000.  Of course, it was necessary to take another turn around the vendor arena and spend some money.  At 3:00 p.m., the schedule called for a demonstration by the Daytona Drill Team, but a quick thunderstorm put an end to that.

The closing ceremony was of the usual format.  Lots of people in attendance, lots of “thank you’s,” a speech or two, and the real business of drawing for the new bike.  It was won by a lady rider, and she was thrilled to death by her good luck.  There were 1,241 people registered for the rally, but I only saw one other person from Tallahassee – our esteemed Chapter Director, Charlie Couch, and his wife.  The rider coming the longest distance was from Colorado.  The longest distance 2-up couple was from New York.

Sunday morning, I was on my way by 9:00 a.m. and headed north on I-75.  The weather was wonderful for the first three hours but then got very windy for the rest of the day.  I got tired of riding the slab and turned off at High Springs to follow US 41 to US 90 through Life Oak, Madison, and Monticello with the road pretty much to myself.

Madison is a pleasant little town with some history to it.  It was founded in 1838, and the town has several very old homes and other buildings of interest.  A local cemetery contains the graves of several unidentified Confederate soldiers who died as a result of the battle at Olustee, Florida.

Madison has a monument recognizing one of its native sons, Colin Kelly.  Legend has it that Kelly was awarded the Medal of Honor in WW-II, but this is not quite correct.  He was flying a bomber out of the Philippines just after the attack on Pearl Harbor and he decided to attack an enemy cruiser as a target of opportunity.  After the bombing run, his plane was shot down by fighters, and he went down with the plane.  Luckily, some of the crew hit the silk and survived.  Kelly was recommended for the Medal of Honor but actually received the Distinguished Service Cross.

The road from Madison was landscaped by the State of Florida, although many of the bushes seem to have disappeared in the section toward Monticello.  After Monticello, there are many more trees and shrubs.  This landscaping work began in about 1932 as an effort to provide employment opportunities as well as to beautify the road to Tallahassee.  Mr. Fred A. Mahan owned a very large nursery in Monticello at the time, and he donated some 35,000 trees and shrubs for the effort.  It surely would be nice if someone would take the initiative and rejuvenate the landscaping along the entire route.

I did not see any accidents on my trip, thankfully.  I tried to observe unsafe practices by any bikers I encountered, and, by and large, the people at the rally were being polite, careful, and safe.  I did see one or two people riding in Bermuda shorts, tank tops, and tennis shoes.  The most stunning display of unsafe behavior came from a young man on a crotch rocket who obviously was not a member of GWRRA!  As I was returning to the motel Saturday evening for dinner, this fellow took off from the stop light and put his bike on its rear wheel for a distance of about a half block even though it was twilight and the road was wet.  He must have had the bike elevated at least 45 degrees.  As he roared past me going in the other direction, he deliberately looked at me as if to say, “My bike’s hotter than your bike!  Nah, nah, nah!!”  As I changed stations on my stereo and leaned back on my soft road sofa, I wished him good luck.  He will need it!

In summary, it was a good rally and I learned some useful stuff at the First Aid class.  As other rallies come our way, remember to ride safe because,

“Safety Is for Life!”
