Sturgis Bike Week

A Woman’s Perspective

This article is for women only.  Men may skip to the next item.

If your husband has ever encouraged you to go to a motor cycle rally, but it’s really not your thing, consider going to Sturgis.  It is near Rapid City, South Dakota, which is a pretty and interesting place with a lot of things to do.
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Sturgis itself is a very very small Main Street town.  It only has a few permanent residents, and like many of the small towns surrounding it there is one main street with a few gift shops, restaurants and jewelry shops that cater to the tourist trade.  But when bike week comes along it comes alive.  The street is very wide and can accommodate four rows of bikes.  One row on each side and two in the middle and still have room for a car to drive down between them.  Of course there are vendors galore.  We even found some bargains on leathers and t-shirts.

But the best part of Sturgis is that it is in the heart of Black Hills Gold country.  You can even visit an active gold mine.  They are also mining the silver and the jewelry companies are making a lot of silver as well as gold items.

There are about four companies now making this jewelry and you can visit their factories and buy things there.  Surprisingly they don’t have the best prices.  The small stores in each little town compete with each other and offer big discounts.

There is so much to see in this area.  About 30 miles in any direction from Rapid City there’s a great scenic ride with varied scenery.  From barren rocky hills in the badlands to curvy mountain roads in Casper State Park, beautiful lakes on the way to Deadwood, an old mining town that now has casinos in all the old buildings as well as new casinos.  Mount Rushmore and Crazy Horse are also here.  The best part of these rides is the little towns at the end of them.  All have Black Hills Gold jewelry shops, great local restaurants, ice cream shops and gift shops featuring items hand crafted by Indians  All of these small Main street towns had bikes lined up on both sides.  Most of the people we saw here were couples and many women were riding their own bikes.  Wall had the best jewelry prices.  They carried items from each jewelry company in the same store making it easier to compare.

Of course, there are still a lot of motorcycle activities every day so you may need to compromise on what to do each day.

I would not recommend that you ride the bike all the way there.  It is too hot at that time of year.  The states you have to travel through are hot, hot, hot in August.  If you don’t have a trailer to tow the bike, then let him ride and follow along in an air-conditioned car.  After you get past Little Rock, the secondary roads are straight, smooth with hardly any traffic.  These are country roads and not many trucks use them.  Occasionally we ran into farmers with their equipment on the road, but they would pull over and let us pass.

Of course you could always go to Sturgis at some other time, but having all the motorcycles around and meeting so many people sharing the same interest, makes it much more exciting.

Of all the Rallies I’ve been to, including Laconia, New Hampshire and Daytona, this was by far the most enjoyable.
