WING DING XXIV - Part II

It was a beautiful sight.  We said our goodbyes to Buck and Carol who were leaving early Friday for a short trip north to Michigan where Buck attended school, then back to Tallahassee.  Carol had to prepare for a trip to Maryland to visit family.  We had a good time together and they were good traveling companions.

Friday we had breakfast and checked out of the hotel, then returned to the coliseum to check the door prize numbers for our tickets and Buck and Carol's.  No door prize winners here. We drove south to Bern the community that was settled by the Swiss Amish.  On county road 000 we stopped at an Amishville gift shop, restaurant and farm.  We had lunch there and toured the farmhouse and barn.  The guide was a young Mennonite girl who was very knowledgeable and answered all of our questions.  The Amish call themselves “the plain people”.  They live in Districts and are led by a Bishop.  The Bishop has total control over the way they live and he remains in that position all of his life.  They live a very primitive lifestyle without any modern conveniences.  I couldn’t believe the way the women cook and wash their clothes.  Just down the road is a covered bridge where we stopped to take photos.  We just had to take a photo of the Gold Wing in front of the covered bridge!

It was 5:00 before we got back on the road going south on US 27, which took us through Ohio.  We stopped at Bob Evans for dinner in Oxford and since it was almost dark we decided to stay the night.  Ohio hotels are very expensive and the taxes are high.

Saturday we drove through Ohio and Kentucky.  It was cooler this morning, and for the first time I wore my jacket.  We toured all of the back roads in Kentucky, not always by choice.  On State Road 55 the road signs disappeared and we ended up on Highway 49.  At our daily DQ stop we checked out the map and decided we needed to make up some time, so we drove on the Columbia Parkway (zoom, zoom, zoom) back to Tennessee.  After our first stop at a Waffle House in a few days we then drove on to my hometown of Fayetteville, Tennessee on Highway 431.  We arrived about 10:00 p.m. at my aunt’s home. Monday we met one of my uncles for breakfast, then checked out of the Days Inn.  We then drove south 30 miles to Huntsville, Alabama, where more of my relatives live.  We visited a while with two of my uncles and caught up on all of the latest family news.  Next stop was Guntersville, Alabama.  After gassing up and asking for a recommendation of a good place for lunch, we were directed to the Holiday Inn and had a great lunch overlooking the lake.  Next stop was Columbus, Georgia at 9:00 p.m.  We lost an hour with the time change and it was getting dark and looked like rain, so we decided to stay the night.

We arrived back home around noon on Tuesday.  We had a great trip; no rain or storms, just heat.  It started to rain at one point on the way north, but before we could get our rain gear on and get back on the road it had stopped.  It was a 2,500 mile trip altogether.  I was a little apprehensive before hand, thinking of that long trip and the summer weather, but I faired pretty good with only swollen ankles and a little sunburn.

Ft. Wayne was a very hospitable town and the convention was very organized with a lot of helpful volunteers.  We have already made our reservations for next year in Madison, Wisconsin. MOVE OVER ACT

From August 2002 Florida District GWRRA newsletter
Effective July 1, drivers will be required to move over or slow down when approaching an authorized emergency vehicle that is stopped on a highway in Florida. The "Move Over Act", passed during the 2002 session of the Florida Legislature, was signed by Governor Jeb Bush on May 1. There are several important provisions concerning this new law:

Beginning July 1, on interstate highways or other highways with two or more lanes traveling in the direction of the emergency vehicle (except as otherwise directed by an officer), drivers approaching a law enforcement or other authorized emergency vehicle parked on a roadway with their emergency lights activated, will be required to vacate the lane closest to the emergency vehicle as soon as it is safe to do so. When approaching a law enforcement or other emergency vehicle parked on a two-lane roadway with emergency lights activated (except as otherwise directed by an officer), drivers will be required to slow to a speed that is 20 miles per hour less than the posted speed limit when the speed limit is 25 miles per hour or greater, or travel at 5 miles per hour when the posted speed limit is 20 miles per hour or less.

A violation of this act will be a moving violation punishable with a $600 fine and three points.

The "Move Over Act" is designed to protect law enforcement and other emergency workers on our highways and was sponsored by Senator Victor Crist (District 13, Tampa) and Representative Mark Flanagan (District 68, Bradenton).

The support of the International Union of Police Associations (IUPA) was instrumental in getting this important piece of legislation passed.
